Vicky Ward, manager of prevention services for TCMHS, presented the award.
Mayfield has served the Excelsior Springs School District for 25 years. The former assistant high school principal is currently the Technical High School Principal and Director of Safety and Security. 

Mayfield began his volunteer prevention service with the Excelsior Springs Community 2000 coalition in 1994. He has continued his dedication to that coalition, which was recently renamed Excelsior Springs SAFE. 

In 2001, he also joined the Northland Coalition, which serves as the umbrella for the area’s community coalitions. In 2003 he was elected the first NC treasurer and he continues to serve in that capacity.

In honoring Mayfield, Northland Coalition Chair Ron Cline noted some of his many contributions to prevention over the years. “Tom worked every Drug-Free Tailgate – usually cooking hamburgers or hot dogs (for ES community coalition), (and) helped with every Parent Information Evening (PIE), “Cline said. 
Cline said Mayfield has quickly added his special style to his duties as Northland Coalition treasurer, too.  “There’s not many who could make a treasurer’s report entertaining, but Tom always seems to share warmth, giggles and fun along with the numbers.” Cline said Mayfield is also a ready volunteer to help with any coalition events.
